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__~ HISTORY OF COMMERCE STREAM
DISPUR COLLEGE

Everyone in this world has his own likes and
dislikes of profession. | had wanted to take up
teaching as a profession. | was an Asst. Accountant
in ASMIDC Ltd. One day i.e. on 30-07-89 | went
to Dispur College to meet the then Principal, Prof.
Reba Kanta Hazarika to enquire about taking taking
a class in Economics or Book Keeping at the H.S.
level. He told me to take a Class on the B.K. paper
for H.S. (Arts) students for a few days. At that time,
two papers of commerce subject were included in
the H.S. Arts stream. It was called semi-commerce.
There were only 4 students (3 boys and one girl).
At that time one more faculty was engaged in these
two papers. His name was Sri Bhupen
Bhattacharjee. He was also an employee of
ASWH.C. As the semi-commerce students were
not interested to take up B.Com. courses at the
degree level and the number of students were also
very limited, | felt the need to start a full fledged

commerce stream at the H.S. level.

The matter was discussed with the Principal, but
he refused to accept the proposal as there was no
sufficient building accommodation. He told me that
students would not come for Commerce stream. |
also assured him that | was ready to take the classes
of Economics, C.AE.S. in addition to B.K.

On the other hand at that time there was no
accountant in Dispur College, hence after finishing
the classes | wrote the cash book of the college upto
9 PM. The Principal and Sri Manik Ch. Deka. Head

Asstt. were present up to that time.

The classes and accounts works of the college
were done on honorary basis after office hours of
my actual job at the ASMIDC Ltd.

Finally, the Principal agreed to open Commerce
stream at the H.S. level as an evening shift from
the session 1991-92. The Gout. letter no. B(2)H.
331/92/16 dtd. 16-09-1992. In the mean time Sri
Bhupen Bhatta left the college and advertisement
was given for final selection of my post and finally |
was appointed and joined on 01-09-1991.

Unfortunately in the first phase of the first year
admission only seven students took the admission
form. But on my kind request, then HOD and the
present retd. Principal of Guwahati Commerce
College, Professor Umesh Ch. Sharma announced
on the admission dias of their college about the the
opening of the commerce stream of Dispur College
and after that the number of students increased to
25. In the next year, number of students increased
to 80 and now number of students are more than
1000 per year in H.S. & T.D.C. level.

The day, | would like to forget, was the day on
which the college received the G.LA. for arts stream.
All were happy because they were now free
financially and | was the lone person who had not
been covered under the G.LA.

During 1993-94, students showed good
performance in the results of H.S. Commerce.
Hence we decided to open B.Com. course in the
college from the session 1994-95 and a proposal
was sent to the G.U. The University permitted
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Dispur College to open the same vide G.U.'s
resolution No. 94/24/292 (39) dtd. 17-12-1994.
During 1997, 1998 and 1999 there was no
permanent Principal in this college and the matter
was not taken seriously. However with the help of
i/c principal Late Dr. C. Kaur, we received B.Com.
1st year permission from G.U. from the session
1994-95 and Govt. concurrence for the same vide
Gout. letter No. B(2)H. 469/99/39 dtd. 22-02-00
and also received permission for B.Com 2nd year

classes and temporary affiliation upto T.D.C. Part-l
Commerce (General Course) from the session 1996-
97 from the G.U.

Finally with the help of the present Principal Dr.
Nareswar Sarma we got 2nd year concurrence and
permission and final Govt. concurrence for Part-ll
from the session 1997-98. Now the stream is
running as a private steam of Dispur College without
any Government grant,
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
